Dr. Christine diagnosed the cause of the pain and told me to call Dr. Bradley, a back
and spine specialist. The team at Health Park Pharmacy delivered 3 oxycontin pills which did the
job — moving the pain from screaming to ouch! | will see Dr. Bradley today (Tuesday the 6%)
thanks to my sister Joan, who will drive me there.

It takes a team to raise an old lady: Martha, Mary, Dr Christine, Joan, Bradley, a team at the
pharmacy... How many more?
